1. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Subcontract contains the entire agreement betw  een the parties and no regard shall be had to any p  rior dealings. Any items or
conditions that may have been attached or embodied in the Subcontractor's tender or offer are deemed to have been withdrawn in favour
of the terms and conditions incorporated in the Subcontract.

2. PERFORMANCE OF THE WORKS

The Subcontractor shall perform the Works described in the Annexure as directed by the Contractor in an effective, efficient, careful, skilful and
safe manner at the times required by the Contractor within the working hours and working days stated in Clause 4.

Unless stated in the Subcontract or agreed otherwise in writing, the Subcontractor shall provide everything necessary, (labour, plant, equipment
and other things), to perform the Works as and where required by the Contractor.

The Subcontractor shall not deal directly with or comply with the directions of any person other than an authorised representative of the
Contractor. The Contractor shall not be liable to pay for any work directed by a person who is not an authorised representative of the
Contractor.

Any time that the Subcontractor is not personally on the site, the Subcontractor shall have a competent representative acceptable to the
Contractor at the site authorised to receive directions and notices from the Contractor and otherwise to carry out all the obligations of the
Subcontractor to the satisfaction of the Contractor.

3. RESPONSIBILITY FOR PLANT AND EQUIPMENT AND OTHER TH INGS

With respect to plant and equipment and other things provided by the Subcontractor to perform the Works, the Subcontractor shall be
responsible:

(@) for the delivery and collection to and from the site and all necessary loading and unloading of the plant and equipment and other
things;
(b) for the maintenance and repair of the plant and equipment and other things so that throughout the duration of the Works the plant and

equipment and other things shall be available to be used in an efficient, effective and safe manner at all times during the working hours and
working days stated in Clause 4; and

(c) for the care of the plant and equipment and other things at all times throughout the duration of the Works.

4. WORKING HOURS

Unless the Contractor directs or agrees otherwise in writing Working hours are 7am to 5pm, Monday to Friday and on Saturdays, Sundays and
statutory and public holidays as directed by the Contractor.

5. SUBCONTRACTOR'S EMPLOYEES
5.1 General

Personnel required to perform the Works shall at all times remain employees of the Subcontractor. The Subcontractor shall ensure, to the
satisfaction of the Contractor, that at all times each such employee:

@) is experienced, competent and fit to perform the work he/she is required to undertake;

(b) holds appropriate licences and certificates;

(c) complies with legislative and the Contractor’s specific safety and environmental requirements;

(d) complies with legislative and the Contractor's specific industrial relations requirements;

(e) complies with the Contractor’s local community relations requirements;

) complies with relevant New Zealand Standards; and

(9) is paid in accordance with the payment conditions, and receives the working conditions, applicable to the site.

The requirements of (c) include, but are not limited to, attendance at a Site Safe or equivalent induction course, supply and use of appropriate
personal protective equipment and working in accordance with safe working procedures.

The requirements of (e) relate to the transport of things to and from the site and the parking of vehicles on or adjacent to the site.

6. REGISTRATION AND INSURANCE OF PLANT AND EQUIPMEN T

The Subcontractor shall ensure that all plant and equipment provided by the Subcontractor is registered and insured against loss or damage for
its market value.

7. PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE

7.1 From the Commencement Date the Subcontractor shall effect, and maintain for the duration of the Subcontract, a public liability policy.
7.2 The policy shall:

(a) be in the joint names of the parties;

(b) cover the:

(i) respective rights and interests of the parties and the Principal; and
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(ii) liabilities to third parties of the Principal, the Contractor and Subcontractor for the relevant amount stipulated in the Annexure, during the
performance of the Contract;

(c) cover the parties’ respective liability to each other for loss or damage to property and the death of or injury to any person (other than
liability which the law requires to be covered under a workers compensation insurance policy);

(d) be endorsed to cover the use of any Construction Plant not covered under a comprehensive or third party motor vehicle insurance
policy;

(e) provide insurance cover for an amount in respect of any one occurrence of not less than the relevant sum stipulated in the Annexure
() be with an insurer and otherwise in terms both approved in writing by the Contractor (which approvals shall not be unreasonably
withheld).

8. PROOF OF INSURANCE

8.1 The Subcontractor shall provide a completed insurance declaration in the form stipulated by the Contractor when requested by the

Contractor from time to time.
8.2 Insurance shall not limit liabilities or obligations under other provisions of the Contract.
Failure to produce proof of insurance

8.3 If, after being so requested, the Subcontractor fails promptly to provide satisfactory evidence of compliance with clause 7 and then without
prejudice to other rights or remedies, the Contractor may insure and the cost thereof shall be certified by the Contractor as moneys due and
payable from the Subcontractor to the Contractor. The Contractor may refuse payment until such evidence is produced by the Subcontractor.

9. DURATION OF THE WORKS
The Subcontractor shall commence the Works as advised by the Contractor.

The Contractor shall notify the Subcontractor when the Works are no longer required whereupon the Works shall be deemed terminated. The
Subcontractor shall remove all of its resources from the site promptly upon termination of the Works.

10. PROGRESS CLAIMS AND PAYMENT

In consideration for performing the Works the Contractor shall pay the Subcontractor the amount(s) derived by multiplying the resources
reasonably necessary to perform the Works by the relevant Rates and/or Prices stated in the Annexure.

Progress claims shall be submitted in a form acceptable to the Contractor on or before the time for submission of claims for payment stated in
the Annexure.

Progress payments shall be made within the period for payment stated in the Annexure for the Contractor’s determination of the value of work
completed less:

@) the value of work included in the previous progress payment and,;

(b) any proper withholding or set-off.

As a condition precedent to payment the Subcontractor shall provide evidence satisfactory to the Contractor that its employees and suppliers
(including, without limitation, plant and equipment hirers) have been paid and that it has satisfied all statutory obligations with respect to the
Works.

11. RATES AND PRICES

The Rates and/or Prices stated in the Annexure:

(@) shall not be subject to adjustment for rise and fall in cost for any cause whatsoever, and

(b) shall be deemed to compensate the Subcontractor for everything necessary (labour, plant, equipment and other things), to perform

the Works and otherwise to fulfil all of its obligations under the Subcontract.

The Subcontractor acknowledges that no representations have been made to the Subcontractor regarding the extent of work to be provided by
the Subcontractor and that the Rates and/or Prices shall apply to whatever extent of work may be directed by the Contractor.

12. VARIATIONS TO RATES & PRICES

12.1 The Contractor shall determine the appropadjestment to the Subcontract in respect of anmkwot detailed in the Annexure:

(@) by agreement with the Subcontractor; or

(b) by applying reasonable rates or prices determiyetidoContractor, which shall include an amountpiafit and overheads .

12.2 Any deductions shall include an amount for profit and direct overheads.

12.3 The Subcontractor must provide the Contractor all materials and information reasonably requested by the Contractor to assist in pricing
Variations.

13. AGREEMENT OF TIMES

Where work is to be paid for on a time charge basis, the Subcontractor shall record and submit details of the resources deployed on such work
on a daily basis to the Contractor for the Contractor’s approval and signature. Such details shall be submitted in duplicate in a form acceptable
to the Contractor and the Subcontractor shall retain one copy signed off by the Contractor.

If the Subcontractor fails to comply with the requirements of the preceding paragraph then the Contractor shall determine the resources
deployed and such determination shall be final and binding.

14. SETOFF
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Without limiting the Contractor’s rights under Clause 17, if the Subcontractor fails:

@) to promptly and properly make good any damage or loss for which the Subcontractor is responsible;

(b) to provide things necessary to perform the Works as directed by the Contractor;

(c) to remove rubbish or other things belonging to the Subcontractor;

(d) to properly maintain and/or repair plant and equipment and other things provided by the Subcontractor; and/or
(e) to comply with any other obligation it has under the Subcontract,

then the Contractor may, at its sole discretion and without obligation, rectify such failure at the Subcontractor’s risk and expense and deduct
such expense from monies due to the Subcontractor.

17. DEFAULT, INSOLVENCY OR DEATH

In the event that:

(@) the Subcontractor fails to comply with its obligations under the Subcontract (including, without limitation, failure to comply with its
obligations in a timely manner);

(b) the Subcontractor is insolvent or bankrupt ; and/or

(c) the Subcontractor dies.

then the Contractor may, at its sole discretion, terminate the Subcontract.

Upon such termination the Contractor shall be liable only for those amounts which become payable as at the date of termination less any cost,
loss, expense and/or damage that the Contractor has incurred or is likely to incur as a result of the Subcontractor’s default.

18. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTING

The Subcontractor shall not:

(@) assign the whole or any part of this Subcontract nor any payment, right or interest there under; or

(b) subcontract any of its obligations under the Subcontract which would result in any person, other than the Subcontractor's direct

employees, being required to perform work at the site.

Any subcontractor engaged by the Subcontractor in contravention of (b) above shall not be permitted to enter the site and the Contractor shall
not be liable to pay for any work performed by such subcontractor.

19. RELEASE

Upon completion or termination of the Works and prior to the final payment to the Subcontractor, the Subcontractor shall fully release and
discharge the Contractor and each of their respective employees and agents from and against all claims, demands and causes of action and
proceedings of every kind and nature which the Subcontractor may or might have had or might assert to have.

Acceptance of such final payment shall be deemed to constitute such release and discharge.

20. GOVERNING LAW

The Subcontract will be interpreted under and governed by the laws of New Zealand.

21. SPECIAL CONDITIONS
21.1 General

In the event that any of the provisions of Clauses 1 to 20 inclusive above conflict with any provision in this Clause 21 then the provision in this
Clause 21 shall take precedence to the extent of such conflict.
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
